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How does PKI work?

There is an Australian PKI-registration authority, called the eCertificates.  eCertificates performs user identity checks before registering applicants for issue of Digital  Certificates that allow secure online communications.  Individuals (such as doctors) or locations (such as a particular hospital or the building where a group of doctors practice) can apply for registration by providing a range of information and details. Once registered, you receive a personal identification code (PIC) protected token, which contains the digital keys and certificates that allow you to ‘sign’ and ‘encrypt’ electronic transactions.
