What is Public Key Infrastructure?
Public Key Infrastructure (PKI) is a set of procedures and technology that provides security and confidentiality for electronic business.  PKI is an IT tool that enables the secure exchange of data.  PKI has been adopted by the Australian Government to provide a robust system of security for online health transactions. The HIC has adopted this system and intends to employ this for all e-business activities, with the intent of all healthcare professionals having PKI keys. It is the intention of HIC Online to utilize this system.

With PKI, you can securely send a file to someone, and know he or she is the only one who can open it. You can also receive a file, confident it has been sent to you securely.

For Medicare Australia programs, the administration processes of PKI are undertaken by two independent organizations –a registration authority known as the eCertificates and a certification authority.
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
